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The discussion was centered on the need to update the ethnological methods of researching and teaching. The participants at the workshop underlined that the reassessment of the anthropology has to assume the episthemical tradition of the ethnology and of the folkloristics beforehand and then to turn to the best account through an integrative and critic methodology, both ethnological and anthropological. And that this revisiting of the ethnological tradition – from an anthropological perspective, as well as the opening in face of the different anthropologies, have to be made with critical spirit, fineness and in a strong relationship with the field research and its local specific features.

Then, the participants discussed about the new trends from the Romanian school of Ethnology: the new mythological orientation, the esoteric trend, the historic-religious direction and the theological approach.
